B. TOWNSHIP COUNCIL- Mr. dePierro stated that several weeks ago in closed session the council was informed that Aurora would not be representing the Township at the James Carifi Trial. With no expert witness we had no case and had to settle.  Mr. dePierro stated that he was upset about what he heard regarding the expert witness and so he contacted Matt Ferante with Aurora to inform him he was very upset with Aurora for not testifying and that Mr. Ferrante indicated he was willing to testify. Mr dePierro stated that this is the first time in 40 years he felt that he was misinformed by legal counsel in closed session.  Ms. Gragnani added that she mentioned in previous closed door sessions that information given to us by legal council was very much different with what we are being told now.  Based upon Mr. dePierro's conversation with Matt Ferante with Aurora she felt that she was not provided  with accurate information in closed session.  She stated that she was misinformed at that meeting and that her vote would have been different. Had she been provided with the correct information her vote would have been a No. Mr. Lott stated there will be a closed session regarding the allegations that have been made on the record.

All construction related work is complete. We have submitted 7 requests for reimbursement in the total amount of $5,698,876.64. To date we have received reimbursements totaling $5,339,738.97. (No Council Action Required)

IV. 	PUBLIC HEARING

Beverly Kasper, discussed the previous snow storm and the issue regarding the shoveling of sidewalks and fire hydrants.  Ms. Kasper commented on the street lights that are still out and the Township should discuss the issue with JCP&L. Ms. Peterson stated that she is in discussions with JCP&L regarding the outage of street lights.  

Richard Rosenthal, discussed the power outage issue that occurred with the last winter storms and how Township should handle it with JCP&L.  

Pat Petaccia, commented on the outage issue and JCP&L.  Ms. Petaccia inquired about resolution 22, 23 & 24. Ms. Petaccia also commented on the James Carifi matter and Aurora.  Ms. Petaccia stated that the comments made regarding the Carifi matter on the record last week, should have been made in closed session. 

   Bonnie Graziano, stated that the most effective way to make a utility do something, regarding the power outage issue and JCP&L, is to file a complaint with the Board of Public Utilities. The issue of the power outages and JCP&L was discussed.  

Seeing no one else come forward to speak, Council President Carifi entertained a motion to close the public hearing. A motion to close the public hearing was made by Council member dePierro and seconded Council member Gragnani followed by a Roll Call with all the Council Members answering Yes.
