Lefty Grimes, commented on the legalization of marijuana issue and the resolution, on the agenda, in opposition to the proposed legislation permitting the recreational use of marijuana. 

John Okeefe,  commented on the legalization of marijuana issue and the resolution, on the agenda, in opposition to the proposed legislation permitting the recreational use of marijuana. Mr. Okeefe commented on the appointment of the Municipal Utilities Director. 

Nick Homyak, presented some articles in opposition to the resolution in opposition to the proposed legislation permitting the recreational use of marijuana. Mr. Homyak stated that the science is clear that marijuana is not a gateway drug.  

Hugh Giodarno, commented on the legalization of marijuana issue and the resolution, on the agenda, in opposition to the proposed legislation permitting the recreational use of marijuana.

Jerry Manning, stated that he is in favor of the resolution on the agenda and is not in favor of recreational marijuana.  

Adam McGovern, discussed a letter from the Board of Education wherein they claimed the Mayor declared Parsippany a sanctuary city.  Mr. McGovern stated that this is a diverse town and we can do without division and people causing alarm. 

Stacey Greg, discussed the letter from the Board of Education related to sanctuary cities.  Ms. Greg stated she is very concerned about the Board of Education and the letter that was published.  

Tim Barrios, stated that the resolution be passed opposing the recreational use of marijuana.  Mr. Barrios stated he is not a racist but everyone has a first amendment right to speak their opinion and just because a person does not like the opinion does not mean they are a racist.  

Robert Vasquez, stated that the Mayor has not made a clear statement on whether our city would be a sanctuary town and that it is about time that a clear and concise statement regarding what our policy will be as it relates to whether Parsippany will be a sanctuary city.

Judy Hernandez, stated that letters that are not factual are a problem; there was never any statement made that anything was going to change regarding our policy related to sanctuary cities.
