Zhiyong Bao, 11 Dacotah Avenue, Block: 543 Lot: 10 Zone: R-4
‘C’ Variance to install a shed, fence and legalize a patio.
Zhiyong Bao and Galingas Chang were sworn by the Board Attorney.  Mr. Chang was present to interpret for the Applicant testifying that the Mr. Bao is a contractor and the shed is needed for to store his equipment.  The existing concrete patio was installed approximately three years ago by the homeowner and will be reduced from 1,284 sq. ft. to 402 sq. ft.  The entire rear yard was covered which caused drainage issue and the Applicant agreed to work with the Township Engineer to correct the problem.  The Board suggested that some of the patio be further reduced and a walk from the end of the driveway to the patio be installed so the Applicant can transport his equipment to the shed.  The Board also requested the shed be place at the opposite side of the patio from the proposed and at two feet from the side and rear property lines.  The existing fence is at a height of 7 ft. but will be cut to 6 ft.
Chairman Iracane opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to ask questions of the Witnesses.

Gustavo Moreira, 10 Nokomis Avenue, asked if the fence was going to be removed vs being cut since it was installed on the neighbor’s property.
Chairman Iracane opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to ask questions of the Witnesses.

It was determined that the application is incomplete and the Applicant was asked to come back at a later date with an updated plan to include the change in patio, shed location, added walkway and where the fence will be located.  The Board suggested the Applicant contact a surveyor to mark his corners and gave him copy of a letter written by a neighbor whose property is being affected by water running onto her property so he can understand the issues being caused.
Motion to carry the Application to September 26, 2018 without notice made by Ms. Snyder, second by Mr. Joskowitz.  Approved by All.

Jo Ann Vasilenko, 521 Averell Drive, Block: 13 Lot: 21 Zone: R-1MR

‘D’ Variance to install a second kitchen.

Lindsey Camron, Attorney from Brach Eichler, was present to represent the Applicant and stated the Applicant wished to install a second kitchen in her walkout basement for her son with special dietary needs who is unable to live outside the home but have independence while still being supervised by the Applicant. There will be access to the main living level there a door.
Jo Ann Vasilenko, Property Owner, was sworn by the Board Attorney and testified she has lived at her residence over the last 18 years.  There are three levels with three bedrooms.  A full bathroom was recently installed with permits but the half-finished basement was installed illegally by the previous owner.  Because of her sons special diet there is concern of cross contamination.  She is requesting to install a sink, dishwasher and electric stove.  She would like to install an oven if approved.  The home owner association does not review internal plans so approval was not needed.  She agreed to a deed restriction to have the kitchen removed and would not market the townhome as a two-family if she moves nor would she close off the basement from the main living level which would create a two-family.  
Chairman Iracane opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to ask questions of the Witnesses.

Leah Recchia, resident within the 200 ft. area, asked if the Applicants son was engaged and if precedence would be set.  
Keith Thompson, 27 Monet Court, asked if precedence would be set and read from the Skyview Homes Bylaws.
Joel Rubenfeld, Board Member of Skyview Homes, asked if his son’s fiancé also has special needs and follow a special diet.

Dennis Forenzo, 25 Monet Court, asked for clear explanation of the legal notice.
Chairman Iracane opened the floor to the public for anyone wishing to ask if anyone who wishes to speak in opposition of the Application.

Denis Forenzo, 25 Monet Court, was sworn by the Board Attorney and testified that he felt there would be a precedence set to allow two-family residences in this and other communities without any way to monitor whether a home is being occupied as a single family or two-family residence.  He noted he spoke with the Township Housing Department to ask how he could gain knowledge of how a residence is being occupied.
Ms. Camron summed the case giving the positive and negative criteria of the application.
The Board voted to go into conference and spoke of their support of the Application and voted to come out of conference.
A motion to Adopt with the condition of a deed restriction and no barrier from the basement to the main living level was made by Mr. Berkowitz, Second by Mr. Joskowitz.
